WHEN ARE THE 2021 VICTORIAN WALKS?
Saturday, December 4th and Saturday, December 11th from 5:00p.m. to 9:00p.m.

WHY ARE THERE TWO WALKS/ARE THERE DIFFERENT THINGS GOING ON EACH WEEK?
We host two Walk evenings in case of bad weather, and to spread out the crowds. Most, if not all, 
of the windows and activity will be the same for both weeks. 

ARE TICKETS REQUIRED/IS THERE A COST?
There is no cover charge for the Walks, however many local businesses will be offering specials 
during these evenings. Businesses and vendors set their own prices, and it is the perfect oppor-
tunity to find those perfect gifts for your loved ones and sample some truly delectable local food 
and drink!

DO WE HAVE TO DRESS UP/CAN WE DRESS UP?
Guests are not required to dress Victorian, but we happily encourage anyone to participate! For 
more information regarding costuming, see our Costume Guidlines page. 

DO YOU HAVE COSTUMES WE CAN BUY/RENT?

Businesses in the downtown district host scenes of Victorian life in their front windows—using 
live people in costume!  Everything from live music on antique instruments, to live sculpting, to 
Victorian mothers reading Christmas stories to their children—stroll Guthrie's red brick side-
walks and enjoy the spectacle!
